The comfortable lounge area has a cosy,
stove-type gas fire, TV, video, dvd, hi-fi, .

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The modern, well-equipped kitchen area has a gas cooker with extractor
hood, microwave, dishwasher, fridge/freezer and an excellent supply of
cookware, crockery, cutlery etc.

The utility room, situated by the entrance door is fitted with sink, washing
machine and tumble drier and has ample cupboard space to hang outdoor
coats, store golf clubs and leave walking boots etc.

The main bathroom is extremely spacious with fitted cupboards and has a full sized bath with
shower over.

How to Find Us

The M90 is the motorway link which runs North from the
Forth Road Bridge to Perth and beyond.

Coming from the south on M90, take Junction 8 signposted for St. Andrews. Continue east for about 8
miles. As you approach Auchtermuchty, turn left at the 30mph signs. Take the third turning on the left. This
is a small, tight turn taking you into Leckiebank Road. Continue up this road — it becomes a farm road after
about 4 of a mile — continue a little further until you see Baincraig on the right.

Coming from the north on M90, take Junction 7 signposted for Stirling/Milnathort. Turn right, rejoining
motorway going north again and come off at Junction 8 - see above.

Coming from Dundee on A92, about 13 miles south of Dundee, turn right at Melville Lodges roundabout
onto the A91. This is signposted M90 heading for Auchtermuchty/Milnathort. Approximately five miles
along this road you will reach Auchtermuchty. Continue through village until you cross a pedestrian
crossing. You should then turn right, up High Street. You will go through the village square, and then pass
some shops. Once past David Sands shop on your right, you will take the third turning on the right. This is
Leckiebank Road. Continue up this road — it becomes a farm road after about ¥ of a mile — continue a little
further until you see Baincraig on the right.
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
